1. GENERAL

(MD) and 702BM telephone sets (Fig. 1, 2, and
3).

1.03 Refer to Tables A, B, and C for line and ringer
connections.

1.04 Figure 4 or 5 indicates the termination of the
D4BT mounting cord in sets equipped with
4010- or 4228-type networks, respectively.

1.05 Refer to Section 501-320-100 if conversion to
four- or eight-party ringing is required.
